MSJC Eagles boast intercollegiate teams in menõs 
football, basketball, baseball, tennis and golf; and 
womenõs teams in soccer, volleyball, basketball, tennis 
and softball. Former MSJC student athletes include 
Mike Anderson, who plays for the Baltimore Ravens.

Dakota Downs, a two 
time first team All Conference Menõs basketball 
player for MSJC, has

athletic career at Concordia University. Downs also 
pitched two seasons for the Eagles baseball team and 
will play both at Concordia. MSJC also provides the 
Student Athlete Support Program to help student 
athletes reach their full potential personally and 
academically. Services include a Student Athlete Study 
Center, Scholars Program, Tutoring and Progress 
Checks. Athletes can also benefit from a Summer 
Bridge Program and courses designed to help 
student athletes successfully complete their college 
English requirements within two years while 
completing additional general education 
requirements.
