The criteria for selection as a speaker include length (5 minute maximum), content, presentation,
and adherence to the theme. The speech need not be memorized, but an excessive dependence on
reading will negatively affect your presentation. The speech may or may not have humor, anecdotes
from your time on campus, a “moral,” and advice to others, etc.

After the auditions conclude, two students for each ceremony will be selected to deliver their
reflection, based on the criteria. Those selected may be assigned a ceremony based on event need.
Other students who are not selected may be given the opportunity to lead their class in the “turning
of the tassel,” a time-honored tradition.
